When joining the Blue Sky business partnership, you have the flexibility to choose whether your entire organization or a
facility within your organization becomes a partner. This flexibility allows you to fine tune your renewable energy purchase.

A minimum purchase level and a one-year commitment are required to participate in the business partnership program.
